 Eligible Applicants will be notified directly through Portal through SMS and E-mail at 

each step. The applicant will also able to see individual status through student’s own 

dashboard. 

 Payment of fees for admission shall be done only through this Portal. 

 All Stakeholders shall adhere to the guidelines of COVID-19, issued by the 

Government from time to time.  

 However, the Netaji Subhas Open University shall follow the time schedule as per 

guidelines of Open Distance Learning as done last year.
